22	THE BREAKING OF BREAD

The Minister prepares the bread and the wine with the congregation that is connected electronically participating through live-stream.  Households and small groups will similarly prepare the bread and the wine at their respective locations for distribution.
 
Minister 	The Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my body, which is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”

		In the same way also he took the cup, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes. [1 Cor 11:23-26]

Heavenly Father, we thank you for the bread and the wine which we set apart as the means of your grace. Enable us to eat and drink in a manner worthy of our Lord Jesus Christ.

A short period of silence is kept

Receive the body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which he gave for you.  Eat and drink in remembrance that he died for you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith with thanksgiving.


25 DISTRIBUTION OF THE BREAD AND THE WINE

The Minister and those present with him partake of the bread and the wine, simultaneously so does the congregation meeting through electronic means.  Households and small groups partake of the bread and wine dedicated for exclusive use of the Breaking of Bread synchronously with the Minister. 
  
A host within the household and small groups may distribute the bread and the wine to those present or the household/small group members may serve each other. 

These words may be said

		The blood of Christ keep you in eternal life.

It would be fitting for the person distributing the elements to pray for children below the age of 14 years, who do not ordinarily receive Communion.
