Update on Nave Restoration Works 

Hoarding works and the erection of external 
scaffolding has been progressing slowly; 
scaffolding over the East Wing is up but it 
has yet to make its way to cover the North 
end of the building. 

Inside the Nave, areas of hollowness in the 
wall plaster have been identified, and the 
removal of hollow wall plaster is in progress.  
Mock-ups have been constructed showing 
the placement of the new fans and lights. 
Workers have taken down the wall plaques 
that can be removed, in preparation for the 
cleaning of the plaques. Method statements 
on how to clean the different plaques (which 
are constructed with different materials) 
are being prepared.  The wood organ pipes 
at the gallery have been covered up, and the 
smaller pipes will be taken down and packed 
away in crates for protection, in preparation 
for the next phase of the restoration works. 

As we expect more workers to be present 
at the worksite from May, please pray for 
God’s favour over the restoration – for 
skilled workers onsite, a safe and peaceful 
environment for 
work to continue, 
minimal disruptions 
and distractions from 
internal and external 
sources, and wisdom 
and practical abilities 
for the project teams 
to give of their best 
to this work.  “Unless 
the LORD builds the 
house, the builders 
labour in vain” applies 
very much to the 
restoration of this 
building.
