In the past week, Russia has destroyed almost
a third of Ukraine’s power stations causing
massive blackouts across the country and
knocking out water supplies. These attacks
would leave Ukrainians with no heat and
power as winter sets in.

for the protection of Ukraine’s power and
water resources and for timely humanitarian
aid to reach the affected people.

We thank You for blessing us with
a steady stream of competent general workers and
skilled labourers, who through their weathered hands
and perspired foreheads, show their dedication to
the work involved. We have commenced plastering
works at the East Side. Plastering works to the
North Side will commence next week. Bricks surface
preparations towards the West Porch are in progress
and it will be followed shortly by the plastering works.

The erection of the scaffold at the bell tower
is now at its % mark.

We continue to pray for Your favour Lord, over
the restoration - for skilled workers to be available,
for a safe and peaceful environment for the work to
continue with minimal disruptions and distractions
from internal and external sources, and wisdom and
practical abilities for the project teams to give of their
best to this work. “Unless the LORD builds the house,
the builders labour in vain” applies very much to the
restoration of the Cathedral Nave.
