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THE WORLD

Gaza and Israel

The ongoing conflicts in the region have inflicted
deep suffering and devastating consequences
upon the people. Many lives have been affected
and tragically lost. Let us pray for healing over the
afflicted, restoration, and for a peaceful solution
to the deteriorating crisis.

Pray for the timely provision of needed
supplies such as food, medical aids, financial
assistance, acts of kindness and mercy, shelters
for those who have lost their homes. Pray that the
international community will contribute to the de-
escalating of tensions among parties in conflict.
Pray that God would intervene in situations which
are beyond the reach of human efforts and that a
long term peaceful solution can be achieved.

SINGAPORE

Our Youths

Pray for our youths as they go on to higher
education or enter the workforce. For many,
financial uncertainty ranks as the biggest source
of stress. Peer pressure, social media, and bullying
have compounded and made the youth mental
health landscape more complex. Some of this
has also filtered down to young children. Pray
that help to strengthen and build up fortitude
and resilience in our young people, will be readily
accessible through family networks, schools,
churches, social service agencies, and effective
government support programmes.

Thank God that Singapore will be less affected
by haze this year.

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SEPTEMBER 2023 UPDATE ON NAVE RESTORATION WORKS

ood progress was made on the restoration

works in September. Plastering works are now
at the last 10%, and painters are coming on Sundays
to speed up the painting works. We hope to see
most, if not all, of the scaffolding dismantled by the
end of October.

Three more floors have been removed from the
scaffold at the bell tower. The plastering works to
the lower half of the bell tower (level 5 downwards)
have been progressing well. The plastering of the
bell tower spiral stairs walls should be completed by
the end of October.

Trench casting works

Trench casting works in the Nave have been
completed. Casting works are continuing in the
Sanctuary, the chapels, the sacristy, the vestry and
the choir stalls, and should be completed by the
middle of October. Floor tiling works will follow
after the completion of the trench casting works.

We continue to see good

progress to the following:

1. Internal works: Painting
works are ongoing at
the lower levels, and
the windows are now
also being painted. M&E
cabling works to the
Nave area are ongoing,
and we hope to have
all equipment, fans and >
lightings installed by end Cabling works in
November. the Nave

2. Bell Tower: Plastering and painting works are
ongoing at the lower levels. Coloured glasses
for the bell tower windows have been cut to the
different shapes and installed.

3. External Works: Washing of
the roof tiles has been completed,
leaving only the north-east sector
facing the Welcome Centre as the
boom lift was not able to reach
the roof tiles safely.
