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THE WORLD

Pray for South Korea amidst its political leadership
struggles.

As the festive season begins, pray that the message
of God's love, through the birth of His Son Jesus
Christ, will be proclaimed throughout our nation
Singapore. May His glory shine brightly, and may
everyone who hears this message be drawn into His
presence, experiencing His peace and grace.

Pray for “Celebrate Christmas in Singapore” (CCIS)
from 14 to 21 December: As CCIS celebrates its
21st year of proclaiming Christ along Orchard Road,
pray for a powerful outreach.
