PRAYER HIGHLIGHTS
THE WORLD 
The Philippines has the second-worst 
coronavirus outbreak in South-east Asia, after 
Indonesia, with a spike of 3,000 to 5,000 daily 
cases since the start of the year. The number 
is expected to go up to 8,000 new cases a 
day by end March and 18,000 a day by mid-
April. The current spike is contributed by 
four new, more transmissible variants of the 
coronavirus. In Metro Manila the ICU wards 
in at least 3 hospitals have been filled with 
Covid-19 patients.  Pray for the government to 
act swiftly with effective measures to curb the 
rapid spread of the virus and its new variants; 
for increased capacity in hospitals to cope 
with the spike in cases; for the protection of 
frontline and healthcare workers and for the 
public to observe all measures to keep their 
communities safe. Pray also for God’s merciful 
intervention in Myanmar, to stop the increasing 
violence and the loss of lives.      
  
SINGAPORE
Pray that our police and enforcement agencies 
will continue to be vigilant in curbing local 
transmission of the coronavirus through 
enforcement action against irresponsible 
behaviour that endanger the health and safety 
of our communities.
