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THE WORLD

Pray for the eleven nations of the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) as the region faces
a season of growing uncertainty and global instability.
Pray that the leaders of ASEAN will continue to work
together with unity and wisdom, strengthening
cooperation and seeking the wellbeing of the
region. Pray for resilience in the face of economic
pressures, disruptions to energy and food supplies,
and the uncertainties affecting livelihoods across
many nations. Ask that the Lord will grant wisdom
to governments and communities as they seek
sustainable solutions and care for those who are
most vulnerable. May the Lord preserve peace and
stability within Southeast Asia and strengthen the
bonds of mutual support and understanding among
neighbouring countries. Pray that the peoples of the
region may continue to live in harmony, and that amid
changing times, many may come to know the Lord
and place their hope and trust in Him.

SINGAPORE

Let us pray against organised crime and the growing
threat of scams that have caused many to lose their
hard-earned savings. Pray that the Lord will grant
wisdom and discernment to the investigation teams
as they uncover and apprehend those responsible for
these deceitful acts. May they be guided to protect the
public and bring offenders to justice. Remember also
the many victims who have suffered financial loss and
emotional distress. Pray that the Lord will strengthen
them as they rebuild their lives and finances after
these painful experiences. May they be protected
from further harm and find the support, guidance,
and encouragement to move forward with hope. Pray,
too, for the families affected by these losses, that God
will provide for their needs and uphold them during
times of uncertainty and strain. For those who do
not yet know the Lord, ask that even through these
difficult circumstances, doors may open for them to

encounter His love and care, and that they may find
refuge and hope in our Heavenly Father.

DIOCESE

For St John’s-St Margaret’s Church, pray that the
Lord continues to anoint their Vicar, Archdeacon
Wong Tak Meng, as he shepherds the church after
God's own heart and leads them with knowledge and
understanding. Pray that his sharing at the Leaders
Gathering on 23 May will be spirit-filled, insightful and
encouraging, inspiring the church leaders to serve
faithfully with Christ’s wisdom and love.

May the Lord continue to shape us
into a Christ-centred community that honours Him in
both word and deed.
